CODY CADETS TAKE THE INITIATIVE 

The WY Wing of Civil Air Patrol (CAP) has not had a Search & Rescue Exercise (SAR Ex) since August 2005 when the Cloud Peak Squadron of Sheridan, WY, hosted an Air Force rated SAR Ex. So, with the next SAR Ex scheduled for January 2006, the Cody Cadet Squadron cadets were looking forward to traveling to Douglas, WY, mingling with other cadets from the state, and receiving training in Ground Team Search & Rescue.

SAR Ex's take a fair amount of people to fill required staffing positions, and a call went out to senior members to fill those positions. As the date approached not enough senior members stepped forward and the SAR Ex had to be canceled. So the Cody Cadets asked the question, "Can we put on our own training?"

Prompting their Commander, Captain BJ Carlson, to help them, the cadets conjured the logistics of getting their own training. Tugging on the heartstrings of Lt Col Ray Carpenter for a place to stay, they were able to obtain a base of operations. Lt Col Carpenter is in the process of renovating a Guest House that had the right space to conduct schooling, sleeping quarters, and cooking facilities. 

Now, who is qualified to teach Ground Team Search & Rescue? Captain Carlson relented and twisted the arm of Major Mike Carlson, from the Pryor Mtn Wild Horse Group - CAP, to act as the head GT Leader.

On Friday, 27 January, after school let out, with housing and instructors procured, the next obstacle was what every army runs on --- FOOD. The cadets put a menu plan together and marched into the local grocery armed with just a few dollars to procure the most nutritious calories.

Capt Carlson was entrusted to transport the cadets just a mere 20 miles to Lt Col Carpenter's place out on the North Fork of the Shoshone River, just west of Cody, WY. 

At 0700 hours the next morning cadets started stirring, and by 0900 hours the cadets had accomplished breakfast and KP. By this time Maj Carlson had been preparing for the cadets to have a little keister time before heading out into the woods. The subjects --- Maps, Orienteering, and that stuff called Latitude & Longitude. 

With the help of a volleyball, compasses, topo-maps, pencils and rules, the concepts of compass bearings, declination, pace count, and using Lat/Long's to locate downed aircraft were presented. After 3 hours of sitting and stomachs growling, the cadets prepared lunch in preparation for being outside in the cold.

After lunch Maj Carlson had each cadet plot the Lat/Long coordinates of a point some place out in the "woods". He had them direct him, as driver of the vehicle, to the spot where they could begin their search. Each cadet was then checked on their data and made sure they were orientated before being sent out to locate the that elusive spot they had plotted. Now, Maj Carlson is known for his propensity of making practical applications a bit difficult, yet the cadets found it in short order, so some learning must have been going on.

After getting back from the group exercise, Maj Carlson divided the cadets into two groups. Group #1 was composed of C/CMSgt Tyler Dimock, C/Basic Bobby West, and Capt BJ Carlson. Group #2 was composed of C/SMSgt Corey Zubik, C/TSgt Zach Kessler, C/CMSgt Krystina Beatty, with Maj Carlson tagging along as an observer. Separate Lat/Long coordinates were distributed and each group had to plot them on a map and then go out and find the prize at the designated location. The race was on, not against each other, but against the clock (darkness setting in). By matching map topography to the actual setting and using triangulation each group found their target, and one group got to log a night exercise.

The evening activities revolved around the cadets preparing supper, cleanup, and self-entertainment. By that I mean no electronic entertainment was utilized. Chess and Mancala matches, piano recitals and human bench-pressing were the highlights of the evening. C/CMSgt Beatty, cadet commander of the group, took charge and had all the cadets in bed and lights out by 2200 hours.

Sunday was a repeat of food preparation, but now the learning experience was on taking a scenario and following it through for a Search & Rescue. Maj Carlson put together a scenario where a CAP plane was on a shuttle mission from Cowley, WY, to Jackson Hole, WY, and was over due at its destination. C/CMSgt Dimock was appointed as Ground Team Leader-in-training, and assigned positions on the team. Cadets received a briefing, filled out paperwork, checked their 24-hr equipment, prepared radio communications, and had repeat training in Emergency Locator Transmitter (ELT) and the Direction Finder (DF) equipment while Maj Carlson set out to place the ELT for them to find.

So where is the ELT??? An operational plan was constructed and the cadets set out with Capt Carlson acting only as chauffeur and Maj Carlson following in a separate vehicle acting as base operations. All the previous day's training was now put to practical use. Over a 15-mile course the cadets had to triangulate bearings with the DF equipment, plot Search & Rescue Satellite (SARSAT) readings, and maneuvered within 500-meters of the ELT before dismounting on foot. In the very windy/snowy conditions the cadets zeroed in on the ELT and came up with a "FIND". Maj Carlson's scenarios are never easy so getting a "FIND" is something to celebrate.

After returning to Lt Col Carpenter's place to pack and clean up, everyone was transported back to Cody. A suggestion was made by some of the cadets to do more Lat/Long work with topographic maps at the next Emergency Services training night. They wanted to be sure that they didn’t forget the information they had learned, as the next SAR Ex isn’t scheduled until March in Cheyenne. Capt Carlson agreed and replied that she would get Maj Carlson working on that right away which resulted in a series of soft groans from the back of the van.

A SAREX Trilogy

What is a "SAREX Trilogy"? According to Webster's New World Dictionary, 1969 Edition, a trilogy is…"a set of three related plays, novels, etc. which form a larger work." Yep, that pretty much explains what happened at the latest WY Wing SAREX in March. To conserve on that precious SAREX funding dollars the Wing decided to cut back on transportation costs of the planes by having satellite Bases close in to those flying units. The WY Wing had three separate Bases running separate search scenarios all going on at one time, and all being coordinated through one office at the Wing Headquarters in Cheyenne WY. Those three satellite bases were run out of Cheyenne, Casper, and Cowley WY. 

At the Cowley Base a novel idea was stolen from a Montana SAREX, the Cadets from Billings MT (Beartooth Composite Squadron), Sheridan WY (Cloud Peak Composite Squadron), and Cody WY (Cody Cadet Squadron) combined their human resources and took over the SAREX Staffing positions under the supervision of senior members. The Cowley Base operations put up 16 flights in the scheduled SAREX and ran 2 Ground Team operations. Thanks to cellular technology the Cowley Base was able to report to the SAREX base in Cheyenne and turn those flights and ground teams out on their mission. There were some major hand cramps from those qualified members signing off on those seniors and cadets obtaining their task qualifications. 

The Cheyenne Base (Cheyenne Composite Squadron) was only able to mount only one sortie flight due to weather. Laramie Valley Composite Squadron put in some Ground Team Training, and the Casper senior member squadron (492nd Emergency Services Squadron) shouldered 3 sortie flights.

A Geo-caching Odyssey

"Easter Break", or the more political saying "Spring Break", finds most youth out sucking in the rays to start the beginnings of a goooood "sun-tan", or as us old folk say "sun-burn". The Cody Cadet Squadron - Civil Air Patrol (CAP) decided to extend their weekly meeting from the standard 6:30pm to 9:00pm to 2:30pm to 9:00pm. During the lengthened time period a plethora of extra projects needed to be accomplished. The white van was not quite as white as it should be, so armed with a vacuum and buckets of soapy water the cadets (newly promoted C/2d Lts Krystina Beatty and Tyler Dimock, C/A1C Jay Bernavich, C/Amn Andy Crawford and C/Amn Bobby West) brought out the whiteness and even got those pesky bug splats off the front grill. All this was mother-henned or I should say supervised by their senior member commander, Capt BJ Carlson.

Next in line was a refresher course on orienteering and the dreaded "Lat/Long" and declination stuff, put on by Major Mike Carlson of the Pryor Mtn Wild Horse Group - CAP. Going from scenery to maps and visa-versa always involves declination if you want to get things properly located for a Search & Rescue. So add in some real life practical stuff, like Geo-caching, brought the bobble-headed doll reaction from the cadets, "Yehhhh, now I get it!"

After a treat of pizza for supper, offered by Capt Carlson, the move was on to locate a Geo-stash in and around Cody WY. The Lat/Long coordinates were pinpointed on the topographic map and each participant took a bearing. With the help of C/A1C Bernavich plugging the correct coordinates (Lat/Long) into C/2d Lt Beatty's newly acquired GPS, the troop set out using GPS and that old fashion orienteering compass to locate the cache.

After a bit of group consensus a search line was developed once they thought they were "in the neighborhood". Matching pace count to that of the GPS and a few sweeping cartwheel turns the "cache" was found hidden in sagebrush. Opening the contents revealed that two people had been there just the previous day. The cache rules indicate that you "leave" or "take" something and record the action. While on the intrepid search C/2d Lt Dimock found a matchbox replica of a baby blue "Trans Am" that was like a real one he just refurbished and sold. So, it is now part of the worldwide cache system. The CAP plane offered training in air to ground signals, ground to air signals and provided assistance with an ELT search.  Ground team members participated in a missing person search and mapping with Bi-angulations and Tri-angulations.  Evening training focused on team building.

Training commenced at 0800 on Saturday, August 12, and continued until about 1600 when a thunderstorm interrupted the activities making people scramble to gather papers and other items.  Sunday activities began after a 0700 chapel service and concluded about 1400.  All members had departed for their respective home bases by 1630.

Photo coverage was provided from Jackson Lake Dam to the US Route 89 Bridge at Hoback Junction, and the aircrew was able to provide coverage of some actual levee damage caused by the unusually high run-off this season.

Wyoming Cadets Share in Air Force Tradition

CHEYENNE, WY -- On Saturday, April 15, 2006, five Wyoming Wing Cadets attended the Twentieth Air Force Headquarters annual Dining Out at the Trail's End Club on F. E. Warren AFB.  The five cadets attended as Lt Col Eric Davis' guests, Twentieth Air Force Director of Safety & Nuclear Surety and as one of the Dining Out organizers.  Guest speaker for the evening was Retired Chief Master Sergeant of the Air Force Sam E. Parish, who served in the Air Force’s top enlisted position from 1983 until his retirement in 1986.

The cadets selected to attend were Cadet Lieutenant Colonel Kelsey Aitchison from the Wing Headquarters Staff, Cadet Second Lieutenants Krystina Beatty and Tyler Dimock from the Cody Cadet Squadron, Cadet Second Lieutenant Chase Woolery from the Casper Cadet Squadron, and Cadet Technical Sergeant Heather Gould from the Cloud Peak (Sheridan) Squadron. He served in SAC during some of the most intense days of the Cold War, when the United States and the Soviet Union were locked in a struggle that ended with the fall of the Berlin Wall and the end of Soviet communism. Though now retired for nearly 20 years, Chief Parish still considers himself a part of the Air Force family.  The Chief joined the U.S. Air Force when it was only seven years old and he spoke about the changes he saw during his 32 year career.  He also spoke at length about the leadership, commitment to excellence, integrity and initiative necessary for success in the Air Force.
